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As we approach the end of term, please continue to be Covid-19 and illness vigilant.  Please do not send your child to school if they are displaying any signs of being unwell.  We would love you all to have a Christmas without having to self-isolate or be laid up with colds, flu or sickness.  School will close on Wednesday 22nd December at 12 noon for all primary children.  This will be non-uniform for the pupils.  Nursery will close on Tuesday 21st December 2020, normal times apply.
In an attempt to bring some kind of normality to NPS at Christmas, school Christmas dinner for the pupils will be on Thursday 9th December.  The children may wear a Christmas jumper or Christmas T-shirt for the occasion.  Don’t forget to book and pay for dinner using the school money app.
